The patient’s heart rate varied from 65 to about 120 bpm. There were few single PVCs and few single PACs. No episode of tachycardia was noted. No significant ST-T changes noted. The patient reported heart beat pounding, hearing heart beat in the ears, feeling heart beat pounding in the back, shoulder, and also feeling short of breath. This symptom happens when she was driving, laying down, walking, or not doing any particular activity. None of these symptoms were accompanied by any significant cardiac arrhythmias.

Final Interpretation:

1. Very few single PVCs.
2. Very few single PACs.
3. No significant ST-T changes noted.

4. Symptom of heart beat pounding, heart beat pounding in the ears, and feeling heart beat pounding in the back and shoulder with shortness of breath are not accompanied by any significant arrhythmias.
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
