SUBJECTIVE: The patient has diabetes and he is on Jardiance. The patient has developed candida balanitis. There is redness of the glans of the penis. The patient has trouble in passing urine this has been going on for last two weeks. The patient is forgetful according to family, but patient does not want to take any medicine for Alzheimer’s disease and he does not want MRI of brain.

PLAN: Diflucan 200 mg daily was ordered for seven days. The patient will discontinue Jardiance. For next one week, he will not take Jardiance and atorvastatin. Atorvastatin has drug interaction with Diflucan. He will continue metformin ER and glipizide. If his blood sugars are not control he can start Jardiance after one week. Blood test, urinalysis, and urine culture will be done today. His blood sugars are about 140 at home. He will be seen again as per previous appointment.
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
