PATIENT NAME: Hinojos, Criselda

SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of headache and discharge from right ear for last four days.

PLAN: Examination of ear showed evidence of external otitis in right ear and there was scar tissue or perforation on the right eardrum. The patient will make appointment with Dr. Cepero or Dr. Levinger. Left eardrum is inflamed. Rocephin 1 g IM was given as requested by the patient. Augmentin 875 mg twice a day with food was ordered for 14 days. We also ordered ciprofloxacin/dexamethasone 0.3/0.1% otic suspension four drops into affected ear two times a day. The patient will followup with Dr. Cepero and Dr. Levinger as mentioned above. The patient wants to come back in six months. Her anxiety is improving with Cymbalta.
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
