PROCEDURE: Subacromial bursa injection with bursagram.
MEDICAL INDICATIONS: The MRI is positive for acromial bursitis. The patient has had suffering from this pain for more than a year. Physical therapy and other treatments have not helped. Final decision was made to do an injection of the subacromial bursa under x-rays. 

PROCEDURE NOTE: The patient had signed an agreement and consent. After the patient was taken to the fluoroscopy suite and was placed supine, the area was disrobed and exposed with the presence of female chaperone. The area was cleaned with Betadine alcohol. Area of the shoulder was identified under x-rays using radiopaque object. The area of the subacromial region was identified. Using a 3 mL syringe containing Omnipaque 240 dye was used and the needle was injected all the way into the bursa. After taking an oblique picture and depth confirmation, the dye was injected. A bursagram was obtained showing a superior, inferior, lateral and anterior spread of the dye. After confirming the spread, bursagram obtained, a mixture of 3 mL of dexamethasone with Marcaine was injected to the bursa. Complete needle was withdrawn and Band-Aid was applied. The patient found relief. 
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
