History: Ms. Wiede is a 67-year-old white female with chronic multiple medical problems that include cancer of the colon for which reason after the removal of the cancer she needed a colostomy, which is sort of a permanent colostomy. She was a diabetic and hypertensive, but since she had the surgery she is not taking diabetes medicines or blood pressure medicines, she is only taking thyroid. She has developed bilateral hip pain. She uses a cane for ambulation. I had ordered some x-rays of the hips and both hips showed moderately severe osteoarthritis. She states she is learning to cope up with her chronic medical problems. She has bilateral osteoarthritis of the hips by x-rays. She uses a cane for ambulation. I have ordered lab slip today to monitor her medication use. She has also seen Dr. Colato as a cardiologist. The patient is ordered complete blood work that includes CBC, CMP, lipids, A1c, TSH and I have also started her on meloxicam 7.5 mg once a day. Her colostomy wound is clean. The patient has had eye exam done in November 2021. The patient’s original problem was clinical stage IIIB, T4N0M0 squamous cell carcinoma of the anus, which was unresectable associated with a perineal fistula. In 2004, she had endometrial cancer treated with hysterectomy and postop pelvic radiation with brachytherapy boost to the vaginal cuff. She was re-treated with chemotherapy and radiation with her radiation completed on 09/01/2020.
The Patient’s Problems:

1. The patient has some urinary incontinence.
2. She has had cholecystectomy.
3. She has had two C-sections.
4. She has hypothyroidism.
The patient is advised lab work and will be seen in the office in a month.
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
