History: Ms. Joann Chapman is a 78-year-old white female who was accompanied by her husband. The patient has been seeing Dr. Mark Floyd for past four years since her diagnosis of multiple myeloma was done. They have changed multiple chemotherapies and whatever chemotherapy the last one she has used seems to be working, but the four-year chronic chemotherapy three weeks on and one week off has taken a toll on the patient’s husband; he is burnt out. The patient has been wheelchair bound, sleeping most of the time, not speaking, needing 24-hour care and almost with no quality of life. Lot of advance care planning was discussed at length with the patient as well as the patient’s husband and the patient is agreeable to talk to Dr. Mark Floyd on a further visit. The patient today had blood shot both eyes and it seemed like she had chronic conjunctivitis or it could be side effect of the chemo. The patient is going to be 79 years old next month and with her sitting in wheelchair with no quality of life, the husband feels something else needs to be done. This needed a lot of counseling from my side also. The husband states because of her chemo and her mental status where she hardly even wakes up, she has brain fog and loss of memory that they cannot even go and see their grandchildren. The patient’s husband had a visit with his physician who told that if this is going to persist, her husband may even die before Ms. Chapman and then Ms. Chapman would have no choice but to go to nursing home. Dr. Floyd had started home health on the patient with physical therapy and the patient has severe bedsores with almost excoriated skin on the inside of both buttocks and I told them that to tell the Traditions Home Health to take care of the bedsores also. So, this was about an hour long visit with the family discussing advance care planning and what Ms. Joann Chapman needs to do. I told her that if she has had so much chemotherapy because she is not having any quality of life though whether taking chemo or not is strictly their decision, but as the husband’s complaining of burnout, she could request Dr. Floyd if she could get a break for one month of her chemo and see how she proceeds and, if her blood work shows she is getting worse, she can get restarted and that would be her choice. So, lot of different options were done and her med list reconciled. I am going to see the patient in the office in a month.
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
