TEALE, SALLY
This is a 75-year-old woman admitted to hospice with metastatic breast cancer, ascites, syncopal episode, recent fall causing a displaced C7 fracture; the patient is in tremendous amount of pain, the patient’s breast cancer has metastasized to bone and liver, acute renal failure on hemodialysis which the patient is going to discontinue since she is starting hospice.
She also suffers from pulmonary hypertension severe, paroxysmal atrial fibrillation, cirrhosis, ascites, depression, and thrombocytopenia. The patient had consultation with oncology who felt like there is not anything they can offer her at this time regarding her metastatic cancer.

The patient also recently was admitted to the hospital with recent fall causing a C7 spinous process fracture. This is most likely related to vertebral body metastatic disease. The patient has large volume ascites, right pleural effusion, anasarca with cirrhosis, and bilateral hydronephrosis noted. The patient is currently not able to ambulate, she is totally bedbound, she remains in pain and requires pain medication around the clock. She is also on home O2 because of her COPD, her diastolic congestive heart failure, pulmonary hypertension, and severe anemia. The patient is expected to live less than six months given her multiple, multiple medical issues and problems. The patient is hospice appropriate.
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
