DURKEE, ROBERT
This 71-year-old gentleman was hospitalized on 01/05/2022 with abdominal distention. The patient has a history of multiple liver masses concerning for malignancy. He has a history of heavy smoking and ETOH use in the past. His MRI shows hepatic masses concerning for metastatic disease, splenomegaly and ascites. The patient was found to be anemic, required transfusion. Subsequently, the liver metastasis proved to be related to the patient’s previous melanoma and consistent with metastatic melanoma. The patient has undergone chemotherapy. The patient discussed chemotherapy with physician and wife and finally, it was decided, given his multiple problems, to proceed with hospice care at this time with diagnosis of liver cancer, fully metastasized, anemia and history of melanoma. The patient has lost weight. His current BMI is at 31. He is anemic. He is very weak. He appears to be in pain. He has severe ascites that requires paracentesis on regular basis. He also requires pain medication to control his pain and I suspect the patient will develop hepatic encephalopathy given his tumor load.
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
