GARZA, JOSE

This is a 72-year-old gentleman originally placed on hospice because of Alzheimer’s disease, dementia, weight loss of 80 pounds in the past two years, severe protein-calorie malnutrition due to Alzheimer’s disease, 100% ADL dependency. The patient since admission has lost more weight, to be exact 7 pounds, since last recertification. He appears to be in more pain. He appears to be in a more agitated state, minimal appetite, worsening protein-calorie malnutrition, very thin, sleeping 20 hours a day now, shallow breath sounds. His death can be at anytime. Nevertheless, he is holding onto life despite being in pain requiring morphine around the clock to keep him comfortable. The patient is expected to die within a few days to weeks. He remains hospice eligible. This concludes the recertification for Mr. Jose Garza.
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
