Mr. Childers was seen regarding stroke history as well as high above the knee amputation.

History: Mr. Childers has had history of seizures, but there is none lately. He denies any pain or other medical problems. He has a stroke with right hemiplegia. He has high amputation also on the right lower extremity. He denies complaints. He was very pleasant.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed or ill appearing. He is adequately nourished. He was in bed watching television when seen. Vital Signs: Temperature 98.7, pulse 74, respiratory rate 16, O2 saturation 94% and blood pressure 136/85. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa normal. Ears normal. Neck: Supple. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Nontender. CNS: He has right hemiplegia.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Childers has a previous stroke and is on aspirin 81 mg daily.

2. He has history of seizures and I will continue Dilantin 200 mg daily.

3. He has high above knee amputation, which is baseline. He has Ventolin available if needs it for wheezing, but there has been no respiratory symptoms at present.

4. I will continue the same overall plan.
