CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of rash on the left leg.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

SKIN: Skin examination reveals rashes on the leg which is better now since he is using triamcinolone cream and it comes back when he stops the cream.
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
