CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today after hospital discharge for abdominal distension. The patient came today as a followup after the hospital discharge, followup for anemia, followup for hypomagnesemia and diabetes mellitus.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had extensive workup done at the hospital. He was discharged yesterday. The patient came today as a followup and he stated that he has mild abdominal distention, but there is no vomiting or diarrhea.
The patient also had diabetes mellitus and his fasting blood sugar readings are very stable.

The patient has been put on iron supplement for anemia with iron deficiency.

The patient during the hospitalization also had hypomagnesemia and cardiologist advised him to get EKG which did not show any acute changes.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.

ABDOMEN: Abdominal examination reveals mild abdominal distention without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact. The patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
