Clinic Visit Note

CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of vertigo, less pain in the wrist and elbow, followup for hypercholesterolemia, and abnormal echocardiogram.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she felt dizzy three days ago when she was bending down and tying her shoes, when she got up she felt dizzy or lightheaded and that lasted for 45-50 minutes. After that the patient rested several hours and then she started feeling better. The patient denied any falling down, fever or chills.
The patient also has significant pain in the wrist and elbow and since she is on Orencia given by her rheumatologist, she is feeling much better.
The patient had a recent laboratory test done and her serum cholesterol was slightly elevated, otherwise unremarkable.
The patient’s cholesterol was slightly elevated and she was seen by cardiologist and was started on atorvastatin last year. However, the patient developed significant joint muscle pain and after that her atorvastatin was stopped and was switched to ezetimibe 10 mg once a day and for the past three to four weeks the patient does not have any joint pains.

Recent laboratory test was reviewed and discussed with the patient in detail.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on amlodipine 2.5 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of rheumatoid arthritis and she is on prednisone 5 mg once a day on weaning dose.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Coronary artery stent placement in 2018. Since then, the patient is on aspirin 81 mg once a day.
ALLERGIES: None.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed in detail.
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FAMILY HISTORY: Not contributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a widow. She lives with her four children. The patient used to work as a clerk. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. Currently, the patient is not doing any exercise, but she is on low-carb healthy diet.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors. There is a minimal deformity of both the hands.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact. The patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
