Ms. Scerra is an elderly white female with multiple chronic medical problems including type II diabetes mellitus, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia. Her sugars are slowly increasing and her A1c has increased from 7.6 to 8.6. As she is a diabetic, to protect her heart, I decided to start her on 10 mg Jardiance; 90-day supply was $565 for the patient which they cannot sustain for long term. Today, I tried to give them samples of 25 mg of Jardiance to last for at least a month. Also, I advised them to increase glyburide-metformin which she takes 500 mg to take three a day instead of two a day. Also, she was having problem with depression and in addition to Zoloft, I added Trintellix. The Trintellix gave her a lot of side effects like some monster is standing behind her all the time so we are going to discontinue Trintellix. Also, she had lab work on the 10th which I reviewed with her which showed these abnormalities, so I am going to see her in the office in a month.
