Ms. Morris is an 84-year-old pleasant white female accompanied by her daughter to the office. Ms. Morris has a history of congestive heart failure, history of type II diabetes mellitus, hypertension, hyperlipidemia and abnormal kidney function. She also sees Dr. Vasudev, the nephrologist. The patient had lab work done as ordered by me and that shows worsening of her kidney function, increasing A1c to 8.6 from 8 that was in July 2021 and the kidney function was 1.30 and now is 1.77. The patient’s med list reconciled. After I reconciled the med list, I told her to hold off the Lasix or furosemide 20 mg for at least one week and recheck the blood work. Maybe, she has prerenal azotemia which is causing this problem and she is going to repeat the blood work, not today, but the following week and we will check her repeat CMP. Also, she is anemic which could be because of the kidney problems. I have also written on the lab slip to send the results to Dr. Mitchell as well as Dr. Vasudev and I will see her in the office in first week of March 2022. I will have to make some diabetes medicine adjustments or anything as her A1c is increasing. I may have to even hold off her metformin. The patient understands the plan of treatment. Several abnormalities noted including anemia, including hyperlipidemia, and including elevated A1c. She is though not short of breath at this time so she has osteopenia on bone density. I may want to add some medicine for diabetes, but I am going to see what her kidney function does at this time and then make a decision. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. Several issues discussed. I have started her on bergamot as her cholesterol and triglycerides both are very abnormal, which is a supplement.
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
