He is 65-year-old, but has multiple chronic problems including insulin-dependent diabetes mellitus, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, history of DVT and history of being on chronic anticoagulation. He is on Xarelto. He also has bipolar disorder and I have worked hard with the patient in bringing his A1c down. The most recent lab a few days ago shows the patient’s A1c to be 6.6. His LDL is down to 41. His kidney function is normal. Microalbumin in urine is negative. Liver function is normal. The patient is on 70/30 insulin and I decided to decrease his 70/30 insulin to 50 units in the morning and 25 units in the evening. He is to continue Trulicity. He has lost 15 pounds of weight. Overall, he is doing well. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. I am going to see him in the office in a month. He is to continue his Xarelto, his chronic anticoagulant for recurrent DVT.
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
