Mr. Galls was seen today. Mr. Galls stated his daughter went to a New Year’s party and brought the COVID infection home and he was sick for five days with COVID infection. He was COVID positive, but he is updated into taking both COVID shots. So he was ill, but not deathly ill and he survived. He is advised a booster in April or May 2022. The patient understands that. He had two other problems he wanted to discuss. He has a sort of ingrown hair over the right side of his face or a cystic acne and I told him that is what it looks like, but if he is concerned we can send him to see Dr. Childs, the dermatologist. The second problem is they bought a property and he is trying to do cleanup and all that and for some reason he pulled his right elbow and he has developed tendonitis of the right elbow and he wants to know what to do and I told him that wearing a brace and taking some antiinflammatory would be good. He states when he was home with COVID, the right elbow did not hurt him at all because he was at home and resting, but when the weather changes and all, his elbow starts hurting. I have given him meloxicam for one month. I have refilled his valsartan. He does take Active B12 folate so we discussed problem with his blood pressure and a refill of blood pressure medicine. A small lesion on the face, the size of a rice grain, possibly cystic acne or an ingrown hair and if he wants removal, he is referred to dermatologist. The other problem discussed is his right elbow tendonitis. He will be seen in the office in the next two or three months.
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
