The patient seen with complaints of numbness and tingling to the right hand up to elbow for the past week with burning pain to shoulder following altercation with student in special education department.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy, C-section x 1, and has had sleeve procedure on stomach.

MEDICATIONS: The patient is taking vitamins.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATION STATUS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Normal. General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: No abnormality. Neck: No abnormality. Respiratory: No abnormality. Cardiovascular: No abnormality. Abdomen: Tenderness without abnormality. Back: No abnormality. Extremities: Examination of right hand, wrist, forearm and shoulder essentially without abnormalities to examination without tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neurological, vascular and tendon evaluation showed normal sensation. No evidence of vascular compromise. No sensory or motor deficits noted. Pulses present. No tendon dysfunction.

No procedures were performed.

IMPRESSION: Neuropathy right upper extremity secondary to altercation with student at work.

PLAN: The patient discharged and allowed to return to work the following day with light duty restrictions, to limit use of right hand and right arm and to not have encounters with students, with followup on 01/27/2022.
