CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with complaints of questionable right earache, low-grade fever, vertigo and congestion, loss of appetite with sore throat for the past few days per mother. The patient has been given Motrin and Zofran at home prior to arrival.

Because of possibility of COVID, COVID screen was done in office, which was negative.

Evaluation by me revealed history of fever, cough, decreased appetite with vomiting x 2 over the past four days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Examination by me revealed inflamed pharynx without exudates. TMs clear. Pupils equal, round, reactive to light and accommodation. Nasal mucosa negative. Neck: Supple without tenderness or masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Extremities: Negative cyanosis, edema or clubbing. Skin: Negative for inflammation or rash. Neurological: No motor or sensory deficits noted. Cranial nerves II through XII present.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with pharyngitis.

PLAN: Recommended strep screen, but declined by mother. COVID test done was negative. The patient given prescription of Zofran 5 mg per teaspoon to take one-half teaspoon every four hours as needed and prescription for amoxicillin 250 mg per teaspoon to take one teaspoon three times a day for the next 10 days with followup as needed.
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
