CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with complaints of vaginal burning and irritation for the past two months, seen then with questionable labial cyst. Also, complaining of painful hemorrhoids for the past two months.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Menorrhagia and hemorrhoids.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has had a hysterectomy for abnormal bleeding. She also has C-section and tonsillectomy.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital signs were within normal limits. The patient appears to be in no acute distress without evident pain. Vaginal exam was performed in the office. Apparent normal leukorrhea noted in vaginal vault. Rectal exam revealed diffuse tenderness to anal area increased posteriorly with small palpable lesions at 9 o'clock without definite evidence of hemorrhoids.
IMPRESSION: Nonspecific vaginitis and rectal pain.

PLAN: The patient was treated, given a prescription for MetroGel and also Anusol HC suppositories. Vaginal culture was obtained for further evaluation. The patient discharged now to follow up on culture and as needed.
