CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen today with complaints of unable to sleep, throwing up, mucous cough and fever for the past several days.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough and congestion for the past several days per mother with history of getting frequent upper respiratory infections. States was hospitalized with pneumonia.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Otherwise negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Albuterol 1.25 mg with nebulizer at home.
IMMUNIZATION STATUS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Normal. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Rhinorrhea. Neck: Without adenopathy. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Negative. Skin: Negative. Neurological: Negative.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: The patient’s mother is given respiratory precautions to use home nebulizer as needed with humidifier. Given prescription for Zithromax and refill on albuterol. Mother states that they are living with her sister who has six dogs, three inside and three outside, feels that may be a contributing factor, planning to move to Alabama in the next few weeks to be in a better environment.
