PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough and congestion for the past two weeks. Saw pediatrician on 01/28/2022, without treatment.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Allergies, reactive lung disease, otitis media to both of the ears. Otherwise negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Bilateral ear tubes.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Normal. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema to the pharynx. Neck: Supple without adenopathy. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft. No organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative. Skin: Negative. Neurological: Negative.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: Mother was advised to use nebulizer with a humidifier as needed. Given albuterol and azithromycin.
