The patient with complaints of fever, rash on hands, sore throat yesterday with drainage.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with congestion with headache for the past two days and also complains of a rash on her hands for about a week.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Normal. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Negative. Neck: Negative. Respiratory: Lungs are clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Noted to be with slight erythema to hands. Extremities: Negative cyanosis or clubbing. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection and contact dermatitis to hands from frequent washing.
PLAN: The patient is given a prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. Was advised not to wash hands as often, use Lubriderm or other protective lotion, to follow up as needed.
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
