PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.
EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:

1. Left ventricular outflow tract tachycardia status post ablation.
RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient is maintaining on normal sinus rhythm. I will place a seven-day heart monitor on this patient to evaluate any recurrence of tachycardia.
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
