NEUROLOGICAL REPORT

CLINICAL INDICATION:

Neurological evaluation with a history of persistent symptoms of trigeminal neuralgia – family history of similar disease.
REPORTED COMORBID PROBLEMS:

Possible seizure history.
Dear Lena Jesrani & Professional Colleagues:

Thank you for referring Bobbi Stillwell for neurological evaluation.
As you know, Bobbi’s mother is a patient in my clinical practice. She reports that she is having similar facial symptoms of pain, particularly in the jaw area, that has been persistent and severe at times, thought to be trigeminal neuralgia. Previous treatment with amitriptyline was reported to be ineffective.

She reports that she had dental evaluation with radiograms that did not show dental joint degeneration.

A bite guard is being considered.
Her neurological examination was completed today and is normal.
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In consideration of her history and presentation, noting that she may have had a trial of carbamazepine in the past, I am readjusting her regimen to oxcarbazepine beginning 150 mg b.i.d. and increasing to as much as 300 mg or more b.i.d. as may be needed for her clinical trial.
MR brain imaging for exclusion of central disorders associated with trigeminal neuralgia such as vascular loop syndrome will be accomplished for purposes of further evaluation.

I will see her back for neurological examination with results of the additional testing and I will submit a followup report as we move forward with her evaluation and therapy.
