CC: Burns when peeing.
HPI: A 95-year-old in memory care who was seen at the dining counter quietly awaiting her meal. She had reported to staff that she had burning when she peed. When I asked her about this, she nodded her head yes, but could not tell me how long it had gone on. The patient was given fluid to drink when seen. She has not had any reported fever or chills.
DIAGNOSES: Frontal lobe dementia, chronic pain management, HTN, GERD, OA, macular degeneration, and IBS.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/24/2022 note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Traditions.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL:  The patient is well-groomed and alert, in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/66, pulse 80, temperature 97.2, respirations 16, and oxygen saturation 92%.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has good postural stability in her manual wheelchair that she propels with her feet. She does have a walker that she can use for short distance in room. It is a Rollator, so she will sit on the seat and propel herself that way. She weight bears and assists in her own transfers. She has no lower extremity edema.
NEUROLOGIC: Makes eye contact. She smiles. She was speaking in German. Orientation x1.
SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with fair turgor. Senile changes.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dysuria. UA with C&S to be sent this evening and Pyridium 100 mg three times a day for two days and we will follow up with C&S this weekend.
