CC: Quarterly note.
HPI: An 85-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease and COPD who was observed ambulating from his room to the dining room. He has a female resident that he spends a lot of time with and was going to meet her at the dining room table that they sit at. The patient was cooperative and stopped to speak with me; when I asked how he was doing, he stated that he was fine. There have been no falls or other acute medical issues reported. As to the patient spending time with the female resident above, this has been discussed with staff who report family giving consent. I pointed out that the patients are not able to give consent given their diagnosis of dementia. However, if it is documented that the POAs give consent, then that should satisfy administrative needs.
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, COPD, chronic pain, GERD, BPH, and HLD.
MEDICATIONS: Alprazolam 0.5 mg q.d., Plavix q.d., Depakote 125 mg q.d., Mag-Ox q.d., Namenda 5 mg b.i.d., Movantik 12.5 mg q.d., Nitro-Dur patch 0.2 mg/hour q.d., Percocet 10/325 mg t.i.d., Protonix 40 mg q.d., primidone 50 mg h.s., Senna Plus b.i.d., Zocor 40 mg h.s., Spiriva MDI q.d., Flomax q.d., and lorazepam gel 1 mg/mL 0.5 mL q.6h. p.r.n.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular with regular texture and thin liquid.
CODE STATUS: Full code.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is groomed, ambulating independently in dining room.
RESPIRATORY: He has a fair respiratory effort at a regular rate. Lung fields clear. Symmetric excursion. No cough.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG. PMI nondisplaced.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates independently. He does have a cane, but has to be reminded to use it. No lower extremity edema.
NEUROLOGIC: He makes eye contact. He states a few wards. He is not able to give much information. Orientation x 1.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Quarterly note. No acute medical events or falls. Medications have remained unchanged. He will be due for annual labs in May. No changes at this point time.
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
