CC: 60-day note.

HPI: A 68-year-old with history of paranoid schizophrenia and bipolar disorder accompanied by hallucinations is observed sitting in his manual wheelchair propelling himself around. The patient also has Parkinson’s disease with cognitive impairment. He is no longer ambulatory and weight bears for transfers, which he is able to do. He is independent in being in his room feeding himself. He does require reminding and prompting for any personal care. He can also be quite irritable with other residents if they are in his path. He has had no falls or other medical events.

DIAGNOSES: Paranoid schizophrenia with hallucinations, bipolar disorder, Parkinson’s disease, cognitive impairment, BPSD in the form of aggression and care resistance, HTN, GERD, nicotine dependence, and COPD.

MEDICATIONS: Seroquel 100 mg t.i.d., Risperdal 8 mg a.m. and h.s., Tylenol 650 mg q.6h., MVI q.d., Combivent MDI q.d., Depakote 750 mg t.i.d., Haldol 0.5 mg b.i.d., lisinopril 40 mg q.d., metoprolol 12.5 mg b.i.d., and omeprazole 40 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient appears disheveled as per usual in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/83, pulse 86, temperature 97.3, respirations 18, O2 sat 96%, and weight 156.2 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: He has a normal rate and effort with scattered wheezes bilateral that clear with cough.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.
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NEUROLOGIC: He makes eye contact. He smiles. His speech is mumbled, but he is able to make his point. He does not really have anything to say. He is just talking to interact. He is redirectable.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has poor neck stability in his wheelchair with a stoop posture, but propels his chair without difficulty. No LEE.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Paranoid schizophrenia with hallucinations. This has actually been better over the last several weeks. No change in his medications.

2. Parkinson’s disease. No clear staging. He has been wheelchair bound now for several months so that was probably the last noted change due to Parkinson’s disease.

3. Anemia. The patient is due for annual labs which were last done 01/25/2021 So, CBC, CMP and TSH ordered.
