CC: COVID followup.

HPI: A 99-year-old who was COVID positive spent the time in her room just sleeping, had to be prompted to eat and drink during that time. Today given that she is COVID negative, I am seeing her. She is dressed, sitting up on her couch and fully alert. I was able to talk to her and engage in conversation. She is a little slow to respond taking time to process what is being said, but she asked some questions. She was able to give information. Overall, she states that she feels good and we talked about her sons and how they spoil her and take care of her. She states she feels good and has no needs at this time.
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease. Other diagnoses: CKD stage III, OAB, GERD, HTN, HOH, macular degeneration, and hypothyroid.

MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 10 mg q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Plavix q.d., Pepcid q.d., Lasix 20 mg q.o.d, Norco 5/325 mg b.i.d., levothyroxine 75 mcg q.d., lisinopril 20 mg b.i.d., metformin 250 mg q.d., metoprolol 25 mg b.i.d., olanzapine 2.5 mg h.s., and Senna Plus q.d.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE.
HOSPICE: Valir.

DIET: NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was well groomed, sitting up, alert and interactive.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/77, pulse 74, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, weight 152.4 pounds and O2 sat 97%.

RESPIRATORY: Normal respiratory effort and rate with clear lung fields. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: She has an irregular rhythm without MRG.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No tenderness or distention.
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SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

NEURO: Orientation x 1. She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear. She was able to ask questions. She appeared to understand and hear what I was saying. She smiled when appropriate.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. Post-COVID followup. The patient appears to be doing good. She is coming out for meals. She can make her needs known. She is up and alert even if it is in her room more than previously. She looked quite good today.
2. Pharmacy issue. The patient is on olanzapine 2.5 mg h.s. and had to explain that it is used as other medications for her advanced dementia with delusions was not effective, but olanzapine is.
