CC: COVID protocol treatment.

HPI: An 86-year-old who is COVID positive. He had upper respiratory symptoms of cough, congestion, and SOB and was started on the COVID protocol. He has since recovered nicely. The patient was sitting out in the dining room at a table with other gentlemen when I spoke with them he was eating heartily, but he stopped and stated that he was doing good and put his thumbs up. Staff reports that they see him back at his baseline.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia without BPSD, BPH, OA of hips, seasonal allergies, and lower extremity edema.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
MEDICATIONS: Pepcid 20 mg q.d., Lasix 40 mg q.d., IBU 800 mg at 1 p.m., levothyroxine 50 mcg q.d., Flomax q.d., tramadol 50 mg at 9 a.m. and 9 p.m., and vodka 8 ounces at 6 p.m.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is robust. He is feeding himself. He is alert and able to give information.

SKIN: His color is good.

NEURO: Orientation x2. He is HOH, but when he understands he can give appropriate answers.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: COVID with COVID protocol put into place since recovered appears back at his baseline.
