CC: Urinary issues.

HPI: An 87-year-old with a history of recurrent UTIs. He is incontinent of urine. The nurses report today seeing a dark brown urinary staining in his briefs and then they took him to the bathroom as he wanted to toilet and out of his urethra was coming a thick viscous slime in addition to brown urine. He is not able to tell them whether he has any burning or other discomfort with urination. He was treated for UTI on 01/26 with nitrofurantoin x7 days so he just completed his antibiotic either on the second or third of this month. He was seen today in his room, he was sitting up quietly and did not awaken him.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia with BPSD, recurrent UTI, wheelchair bound though he is weightbearing, hypothyroid, LEE, BPH, and glaucoma.

ALLERGIES: PCN, BACTRIM, and OSELTAMIVIR.

DIET: Regular with thin liquids.

MEDICATIONS: Changes since last note.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient sleeping quietly in his room in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 83/71, pulse 92, temperature 98.6, and respirations 19.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Discolored urine with viscous material. Flagyl 500 mg q.12h x7 days in the event there is urethritis and it may need to be extended but will see how he does after one week.
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
