HPI: An 89-year-old patient who he and his wife will be moving hopefully by the end of the month to another facility due to the increase in rent at Rivendell. The patient’s wife has looked into a few AL Facilities nearby. They lack the staff to get the level of care that Mr. Ruminer requires and it seems to be a limiting factor into places that he would be accepted. She also gives me a form from Oklahoma Palliative Care and Hospice to complete so they will follow him wherever he ends up. I encouraged her to do go facilities that are in the south side of Oklahoma city as this is the area that their children live.

DIAGNOSES: Discussion about diagnoses that would be put on his Palliative Care Hospice form includes left-sided hemiparesis, cardiac arrhythmia on anticoagulant, DM II, and HTN.

MEDICATIONS & ALLERGIES: The patient’s medications and allergies are unchanged from 01/20/22 MAR.

ALLERGIES: NSAIDs.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: NAS and NCS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated in his recliner. He was quietly looked about, but he attended my conversation with his wife, but he did not ask any questions or speak otherwise.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 108/70, pulse 60, temperature 96.9, respirations 18, O2 sat is 96%, and weight 166.2 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has left-sided hemiparesis of left upper and lower extremity. He is non-weightbearing and is a full transfer assist. He has chronic LEE trace to +1 of the right and +1 to +2 of the left.

CARDIAC: Irregularly irregular rhythm without M/R/G.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Move with form completion. See if the patient qualifies for palliative or hospice care. Will be taken to office with appropriate paperwork then submitted to the facility. Get speak with wife about facilities that she has gone to look at. Unfortunately, cost of facilities that they could go to are expensive and others would not accept him due to the level of care need.
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
