CC: Resolved cutaneous candida.
HPI: A 98-year-old who had yeast infection under both breasts was treated with nystatin cream and powder. It is resolved and requests to change both medications to p.r.n. She is also on two medications that were started as part of the COVID protocol as she has been COVID positive about just under two weeks ago. She is now COVID negative and so we will discontinue those medications. Overall, she seemed to be doing well. She was a little bit sad. It seemed to talking about the fact that her daughter is now dispensing of personal items and things like China and family furniture are not wanted by her grandchildren. Her appetite is slowly improving as is regaining of strength. She denies any pain.
DIAGNOSES: Diagnoses for this visit were cutaneous candida and post-COVID followup.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated in her wheelchair that she maneuvered about her room without difficulty. 
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 170/75, pulse 91, temperature 97.4, respirations 18, and weight 110 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She appears to have improved motor strength. No lower extremity edema.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact.

NEURO: Speech is clear. She makes her point she is more talkative. She did appear intermittently pauses though she was short of breath, but there is no cough.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Cutaneous candida, resolved. Nystatin cream and powder changed to p.r.n. and I have requested that staff check under breasts q.2 weeks.
2. Medication review. I have discontinued two nonessential medications.
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
