CC: Multiple issues.

HPI: A 96-year-old with complaint of burning with urination and a followup on BP. The patient was seen in room. Her pattern is that will start talking about one issue and she goes then onto another onto another and has to be redirected. The burning with urination she cannot give me a time. Asked how long it has been going on, but then brings up that. She has felt “down there” and there is like a jelly like area that can be on one side or the other it will go in and come out. She does not know what it is. Talked about her pain management as she had an increase in her Norco. She states that she is feeling very good and just seems that she is the best that she has been in a long time. She sleeps through the night and wakes up feeling rested. Her blood pressure which had been erratic was monitored for two weeks and in review systolic ranges from 116 to 162, diastolic 67 to 88. She denies any chest pain or palpitations. The patient comes out on to the unit for activities and meals. She still continues to maintain her personal hygiene.
DIAGNOSES: MCI, HTN, generalized arthralgias and myalgias, gait instability uses walker, urinary incontinence, hypothyroid, HOH, C-spine DDD, and PAD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/29/21 note.
ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 12/29/21 note.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: The patient has an advanced directive and is a DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-developed and well-nourished female, no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 148/79, pulse 88, temperature 97.6, respirations 15, and weight 175.4 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: Clear lung fields. Normal effort. No wheezing, rales or rhonchi.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without M/R/G.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates with her walker, complained of some continuing pain on the left lower back to the right hip and down the back of the leg, but much better than it has been previously.

NEURO: Orientation x2 to 3. She can reference for date and time. Speech is clear.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Dysuria. We will order UA with C&S and Pyridium 100 mg t.i.d. x3 days.
2. HTN. Review of BPs show fairly well controlled blood pressure. No change in her current medications.
3. Pain management. She is doing much better with the increase in Norco and there is certainly no compromise in her alertness or her cognition.
