CC: Lab followup.

HPI: A 95-year-old with DM II and a history of pelvic fracture with routine healing. She is now two months out. The patient was seen in room. She is pleasant and cooperative. She stated that she is feeling good. I told her that home health had reported some redness and irritation to her buttocks. She did not know anything about that. She states she has not had any discomfort. She had an A1c that we reviewed and it is 8.2. The patient is currently on metformin alone. Previously, she was on the same metformin as she takes here with Trulicity given once weekly. I was informed after we had already written for her metformin that that had been discontinued as she had an elevation in her creatinine found by the nurse practitioner who followed her. The patient’s son also asked about the ear irrigation that they had requested. There is a machine in the room and everything that would be needed to do the irrigation, I will write an order for home health to look at it and see if they are comfortable doing it. If not, then we will see if facility staff can do it. Her son also shows up and he wanted to see if we could get a flu shot. Given that it may take some time to get it done through the facility, he is going to take her to the local pharmacy and get it done there.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Ear irrigation. We will check with home health to see whether they do it and if not, then we will get a nurse practitioner from our group to come do it.
