PEEL, ROBERT
Robert is a 76-year-old gentleman with history of metastatic non-small cell cancer who saw his oncologist on 02/01/2022 because of not feeling well. The patient has lost 9 pounds in the past month. He is not eating. He has very little appetite. He is feeling short of breath. His pain is 8/10. He is having bouts of urine and bowel incontinence.

The patient is no longer interested in chemo or radiation therapy. His current H&H is 11 and 30. His albumin is 3.2. The patient is more short of breath because of his underlying COPD. The patient also has had headache and bone pain status post transient whole brain radiation. At the time of the visit, it was decided with the patient, the patient’s daughter and the oncologist to stop all treatment at this time and proceed with hospice to keep the patient as comfortable as possible in his last few weeks of life. The patient is expected to do poorly and is hospice appropriate.
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
