IMPRESSION:
1. History of gastroesophageal reflux disease – dependent on proton pump inhibitors. She has refractory GERD.

2. History of Barrett’s esophagus – last endoscopy was done in 2014 by Dr. Sood. At that time, there was evidence of grade II esophagitis and positive for intestinal metaplasia and negative for acute or eosinophilic esophagitis. There was no evidence of any dysplasia or malignancy.
3. History of trace bright red bleeding per rectum. She does have a history of colon polyps – tubular adenomatous type. The first colonoscopy was done in August 2012 and a followup colonoscopy done in 2014 revealed no polyps. There was evidence of diverticulosis and small non-bleeding internal hemorrhoids.
4. Father with lung cancer.

5. Father with a history of hiatal hernia and esophagitis.

6. Maternal grandmother with stomach cancer.

7. History of trace bright red bleeding per rectum, mostly in toilet paper after constipated bowel movement – possible history of hemorrhoids.

8. History of elevated LFTs – details not available. The last set of LFTs was done in September 2021 and the results are awaited.

RECOMMENDATIONS:
1. Continue rabeprazole 20 mg q.d. 

2. Upper endoscopy and colonoscopy – the patient would prefer to have the procedure done after March 22, 2022, due to transportation issues.

3. After review of liver enzymes, if there is a need for an ultrasound of the liver, then it will be ordered.

4. Unless otherwise indicated, followup appointment about two to three weeks after the procedures are complete.
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
