The patient was seen today for additional evaluation for injuries to right thigh and abdomen, now without complaints.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: No complaints. He feels like that he is cleared. He has been transferred to 4th grade. No longer having to deal with special education without risk of re-injury.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of a meningioma removed in 2002, with a grand mal type seizure in 2008, placed on Lamictal.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: As above.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Lamictal 100 mg b.i.d.
ALLERGIES: DILANTIN.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Normal.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Without abnormalities. Neck: Without abnormalities. Chest: Without tenderness or deformity. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. No tenderness noted in right lower quadrant involving right inguinal ligament as before. Extremities: No tenderness to right upper thigh as before with full range of motion of right hip. Negative cyanosis, edema or clubbing. Otherwise, peripheral pulses are present and intact. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup Workmen’s Compensation injury at school with altercation with a large special education student and repeated instances. The patient now given a full release to return to work without restrictions with final diagnoses of abdominal strain and tendinitis right thigh.
