The patient was seen again on 01/17/2022 for followup of right hip strain and right hip pop.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seizure disorder post removal of meningioma in 2002 and seizure in 2008.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Seizure medication Lamictal and Medrol prior visit.
ALLERGIES: DILANTIN.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Vital Signs: Normal. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are reactive to light and accommodation. Lower Extremities: Continued tenderness of the right medial upper thigh. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly with continued pain of right lower abdomen. Back: Negative for vertebral tenderness. Straight leg raising negative. Respiratory: Lungs clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallop.
IMPRESSION: Followup injury with tendinitis right thigh and strain, abdominal tear right lower quadrant.
PLAN: The patient was given additional Medrol Dosepak and dexamethasone 8 mg IM. To continue light duty work restrictions #4 with followup on 02/10/2022.
