The patient was seen for additional followup on Workmen’s Compensation injury, abdominal strain.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Followup of right lower quadrant pain and sprain. States pain decreased, still painful thigh, mostly gone, exaggerated by movements. Pain is described as dull.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seizure secondary to removal of hemangioma in 2002, seizure in 2008.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Lamictal.
ALLERGIES: DILANTIN.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Unchanged.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Negative. Neck: Negative tenderness or masses. Full range of motion. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. No definite tenderness to right lower abdomen at this time. Extremities: 1+ tenderness right proximal medial thigh.
IMPRESSION: Followup abdominal strain and tendinitis right thigh.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for meloxicam 15 mg to take one daily for 30 days, allowed to return to work with same restrictions, with followup on 02/10/2022, with continued diagnoses of abdominal sprain and tenderness right groin.
