The patient presented with complaints of sneezing, cough, irritation of throat and left ear itching requesting flu and COVID testing.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Fever, congestion, cough, and sore throat for the past two days. Minimal distress.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy, tonsils and adenoids.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Essentially negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Essentially negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: No findings. Neck: Supple without adenopathy or stiffness. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi, otherwise negative for rales or wheezing. Cardiovascular: Heart rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative. Skin: Negative for rashes or discoloration. Neuro: Intact without abnormalities.
The patient had testing for flu and COVID, type A positive.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Type A flu.

PLAN: Given a prescription for Z-PAK and Robitussin cough medication with followup with pediatrician or here as needed.
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
