A 1-year-old female patient with complaints per mother of swelling in both eyes with drainage and with congestion for the past several days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Temperature 99 x2 days with history of congestion for about a week.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: No medications.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Not marked.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Noted inflamed conjunctivae with matting to both eyes. Pharynx: Negative pharynx. Oral and nasal mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without rigidity. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Without tenderness or organomegaly. Extremities: Negative. Skin: Negative. Neurological: Negative.
IMPRESSION: Probable bacterial conjunctivitis with upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: Advised to continue over-the-counter decongestants and honey product. Given erythromycin ophthalmic to apply to eyes with wet warm compresses. Given erythromycin 100 mg per teaspoon to take orally with followup p.r.n. or with PCP or pediatrician.
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
