The patient is seen for a refill of Advair inhaler.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Refill Advair out x 3 days, having to use an albuterol inhaler several times a day as well *_________*
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of asthma. Workup by Dr. *_________* for chest pain with questionable diagnosis of angina per the patient with negative workup, on no medications.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She has had partial hysterectomy and tubal.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Advair Diskus and albuterol p.r.n.
ALLERGIES: The patient has allergies to ERYTHROMYCIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Normal. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are equal, round, and react to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles intact. Funduscopic benign. Negative inflammation. There is no oral or nasal inflammation. Neck: Supple without masses, without stiffness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion at present. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without tenderness. Back: Without CVA tenderness. Skin: Without rashes or erythema. Extremities: Full range of motion without pain. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Asthma with questionable angina by history with refill of Advair.
PLAN: To continue albuterol as needed. Recommended physical exam with repeat labs in April with last time in April 2021. Follow up as needed.
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
