The patient is seen with mother with history of swelling in both eyes with discharge and matting, also with congestion for seven days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Per my evaluation, nasal congestion for seven days with matting of eyes for two days. No pain.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative including ENT, GI, GU, psych, skin, respiratory, and CVS.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Inflamed conjunctiva with secondary matting of both eyes. Neck: Supple without masses. CVS: Normal heart sounds without murmurs or gallop. Cardiorespiratory: Clear to auscultation and percussion without rhonchi. Abdomen: Soft without any tenderness. Extremities: Negative. Skin: Negative for any cyanosis or clubbing. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Conjunctivitis with upper respiratory infection.
PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for erythromycin ointment to apply to eyes with wet warm compresses four times daily and follow up as needed.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection and conjunctivitis.
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
