ADDENDUM
She had a colonoscopy done today. When I asked the patient after the colonoscopy that if she has any right lower quadrant pain, she stated that she does have right lower quadrant pain, gnawing pain for the last few months. So, since the patient is having the pain and with the colonoscopy finding of the fullness of the appendiceal orifice, I am wondering if this is primarily an appendiceal problem; it could be mass, growth, or tumor in the appendix that could be contributing the bulging to the appendiceal orifice on the colonoscopy even the cecum. The patient is going to have a CT scan and because of this symptomatic right lower quadrant area and bulge of the appendix, I would recommend to have the elective appendectomy with a possible wedge cecectomy for ultimate symptomatic relief. At the same time, also we get a pathological diagnosis of what would be the annoying cause of this fullness in the appendiceal orifice. I discussed in great detail with the patient; she basically understood and agreed with my plan. The patient will follow up with primary care provider and follow up with Dr. Pothamsetty.
