Abdomen: Benign. Extremities: No edema. Neuro: He has significant flexion contraction of the upper and lower extremity. He cannot really form sentences, but he is alert and does follow commands. Derm: No suspicious lesions.

ASSESSMENT: A 54-year-old male with cerebral palsy, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and speech disfluency.
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PLAN: Continue medications on MAR. Lab inappropriate setting vaccination. We will be seen by nurse practitioner for acute and chronic medical problems.
