PATIENT NAME: Garza, Michael

DATE OF SERVICE: 02/14/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient’s hemoglobin A1c was elevated at 11.6 and his blood sugar was 370 on blood collected on January 17, 2022. At that time, he was told that he was taking metformin 500 mg three tablets daily and we added Jardiance. Today, he calls us that he has nausea with Jardiance. We told the patient to reduce metformin ER to metformin ER 500 mg daily and take Jardiance 25 mg daily.

PLAN: Pantoprazole 40 mg twice a day was ordered as patient complains of epigastric pain. He will be referred to Permian Gastroenterology also. Zofran 4 mg three times a day p.r.n. for nausea is ordered. CBC and CMP will be done today. The patient is advised to use Dulcolax and Colace for constipation. He is advised to drink plenty of water. The patient will monitor fasting blood sugars at home. His blood sugar was 166 today morning. Metformin can cause nausea therefore we discontinued metformin. The patient complains of fatigue. Therefore, we ordered CBC and CMP. The patient is referred to Permian Gastroenterology for epigastric pain and nausea.
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
