PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Splenectomy procedures to his spleen; he is not sure what procedure he had done to his spleen.

MEDICATIONS:
1. Blood pressure medication, did not bring the medication, does not know the name.

2. Cholesterol medication, did not bring medication, does not know name also.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol or drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air

Blood pressure 131/82
Pulse 72
Respirations 18
Temperature 98.6
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort no adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No paradoxical motion. No respiratory distress.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No rebound. No guarding. No organomegaly. No tenderness to palpation. Normal bowel sounds. No CVA tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities except thumb with no discomfort with range of motion. Right thumb – the patient cannot flex his right thumb. There is no erythema. No lacerations. No abrasions. Mild edema. Capillary refill is less than 2 seconds.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right thumb flexor tendon rupture.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

4. Surgical clearance.

Today EKG was done. EKG was normal sinus rhythm. No acute changes.

Chest x-ray shows no infiltrate, no effusion, no enlarged heart, and bony structures are normal.

Labs are drawn: CBC, CMP, PT/INR, and PTT. He was given the opportunity to ask questions; he states he has none. As soon as his labs are available and they are normal, his physical exam will be signed and sent over to the surgeon.
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
