History: Ms. Rabe is a 72-year-old white female who has history of situational depression secondary to her two daughters; one having health problem and the other one going through a divorce and has a little child involved in this and she is their sole support. I have tried two different medications without significant improvement. I did CNS VS test on her that showed hyperactivity attention deficit, major depression and memory issues. The memory issues are coming because of stress that the patient is in. The patient is interested in TMS treatments. I told her it would be best that she see Dr. Dave, consultant and then we go over accordingly. She states one of her friends has had TMS treatment and is much improved. She is going to do little research herself and then let me know. I told her I will see her again in a week. She had some pain over her right ribs and I did chest x-ray, a rib x-ray and a CT of the head. The CT of the head showed small-vessel disease and some brain atrophy, but no space-occupying lesion. She does have memory difficulties. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. I am going to see her in the office in a week till the patient does research for her TMS.
