History: Ms. Davidson was seen today. Ms. Davison had a right hip replacement surgery in August. She has not come to the office since then. The patient states Humana made a visit and told her that she had morbid obesity. The patient is 73-year-old and stated she did not appreciate those remarks. She states she is otherwise in good health. She is pleased with the results of surgery. Overall, she is doing good. She is using a cane for ambulation, but she states she could do without a cane. She has not fallen. She states she has problem with nocturia. She gets up every hour to urinate and then she cannot fall asleep. Initially, she did have some urinary incontinence. I had given her some Ditropan or oxybutynin to see how she would respond. She is not certain if that helped her or not. I told her the best thing to do would be to do UA and urine for culture and sensitivity, a CBC, CMP, lipid and a TSH and then, we will decide. Also, we will do urinalysis and urine culture and sensitivity and then we will decide what we need to do about her complaints of nocturia. I did give her some hydroxyzine 25 mg at bedtime to help her sleep. Her med list reconciled. Overall, her physical appeared normal and her gait was normal. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. Workup in progress of her inability to sleep, nocturia, and some urinary incontinence.
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
